RECOMMENDATIONS FOR THE
2006 HUNTING AND TRAPPING REGULATIONS

The Division of Natural Resources proposes that the 2006 antlerless deer season be open as
shown in the attached tables.

Favor Oppose
The Division of Natural Resources proposes that the Class RM/RRM license be valid for one
additional muzzleloader season deer in counties having a muzzleloader season. In counties or
parts thereof having a Class N/NN season with a bag limit of two or more antlerless deer, either
sex deer may be taken. In all other open counties, only antlered deer may be taken.

Favor Oppose
The Division of Natural Resources proposes a two day (October 27-28, 2006) Class N antlerless
deer season in Hampshire County with a limited number of permits. The purpose is to reduce the
population and collect deer for CWD testing as part of the CWD Response Plan.

Favor Oppose
The Division of Natural Resources proposes to implement older aged deer management on
Coopers Rock State Forest (SF), Burnsville Wildlife Management Area (WMA), Bluestone WMA
and McClintic WMA. The annual bag limit will be one (1) buck with a minimum antler spread of
14 inches.

RECOMMENDATIONS FOR THE 2007 FISHING REGULATIONS
The Division of Natural Resources proposes a 12 to 16 inch slot limit regulation for black
bass at South Mill Creek Lake, Grant County.

The Division of Natural Resources proposes an 18-inch minimum size limit and 2 fish per
day bag limit for walleye on the Cheat, Kanawha, and New rivers.

Cheat River (extending from the State Route 26 bridge crossing in Preston County
upstream to the Holly Meadow Bridge (County Route 1) in Tucker County)

Kanawha River (extending from the mouth in Mason County upstream to the confluence
