
Women’s Antlerless Deer Hunt




December 5-7, 2009

If you have ever thought about hunting deer, but just didn’t know how to go about it, this hunt is for your. Each hunter will be paired up with a personal mentor for this hunting experience. We try to gear the hunt to you, no pressure, learn new skills, and enjoy the camaraderie of like-minded women.

We will meet at 1:00 p.m. on Saturday, December 6 at the public shooting range at Stonewall Jackson Wildlife Management Area. This is located in Lewis County just off U.S. Route 19 east of Interstate 79 from exit 91. The shooting range is just past the State Park Entrance on your left.


During the weekend, leading up to the Monday hunt, you will receive basic instruction on firearms and hunting safety, deer hunting techniques, and field dressing. After meeting at the shooting range, you must be able to show proficiency in order to participate in the hunt.  Plenty of time will be spent here so bring at least one box of shells, or more. On Sunday you will join up with your mentor to scout out your hunting location in nearby Upshur County.


We will be staying at a WVDNR Wildlife Personnel Station in Vandalia, West Virginia. Bunk beds or cots with mattresses will be provided, but you must bring your own bedding and toiletries. The bunkhouse is equipped with a full kitchen, stove, microwave and refrigerator. Saturday supper will be provided. You should plan to bring your own breakfast items (excluding coffee). Sunday supper will be on your own, however, we will all go out to eat as a group. You will be responsible for your own lunch or snack items for the Monday hunt. You may either bring your lunch for Sunday or you will be able to stop in Buckhannon for lunch on your way to scout your hunting location.


Space is limited. In order to participate, you must be at least 18 years of age. Anyone born on or after January 1, 1975 must have completed a hunter safety course.

Registration fee is $50 which includes:

Saturday supper


Coffee, condiments, bottled water


Personal mentor for Sunday and Monday


Field dressing kit

You will need to provide:


Firearm and at least 1 box of ammunition


Hunting license and Doe Stamp (Class N)


Sleeping bag and pillow (or equivalent)

Towel, soap, and other personal toiletries


Waterproof boots


Gloves or mittens that you can shoot with 


Flashlight


400 square inches of blaze orange to wear (required)


Layerable clothes and coat


Rain gear (if using a poncho should be blaze orange or clear)


Packable lunch and snacks for Monday

Other suggested items for you to bring:


Sitting pad for hunting

Thermos


Binoculars
